Sag Wagon – A sag wagon will follow the race. Should a competitor need to exit the race 
they should wait for the sag wagon to arrive 
 
Briefing notes: Further to the normal riders briefing, the following points will be made: 
 

·  When entering Gunnedah before the road closed area be sure to keep to the left hand 
side of the road. To ensure this happens there will be a set of witches hats in the 
middle of the road. 

·  After the road closed section, normal road rules apply to the finish. 
·  Rider support vehicles will not  be allowed to follow the event as Police do not want 

traffic to bottleneck along the way. Any rider support vehicle seen to be bunny hopping 
bunches along the road will see that rider disqualified from the event and the Police 
may take action against the driver. This is imperative in order to satisfy Police 
requirements and to minimise disruption to general public road users not to mention 
rider safety. 

·  No outside assistance to riders 
·  Participants will not be permitted to cross the centre of the roadway into the path of 

other traffic 
·  Participants will not be able to cross any double centre lines i.e. two parallel lines 

dividing lines unless they are entering or leaving a road. 



·  Participants are to keep to the extreme left-hand side of the road unless they are 
overtaking another competitor and: 

a) it is carried out in a timely fashion 
b) no instruction is caused to any other traffic 
c) Participants who fall behind the rear escort vehicle of their group, or who are 

outside the area controlled by Police, must remain on the near side of the 
road at all times. 

 
·  After being passed by the scratch group you should remove number. 

 
King of the Mountain & Sprint Priem: The king of the mountain is approximately 40km from 
Coonabarabran. The sprint is in the township of Mullaley approximately 60km from the start. 
There is prize money for the first male and first female. There will be signs leading up to the 
kom and the sprint to indicate how far away it is.

Finish: 
 
Finish is in Gunnedah in Conadilly St at Worsley park. The last part of the race is an open 
road and normal road rules apply. After the road closure finishes the lead bunch will be lead 
to the finish line by motorbikes to increase competitors safety. 
 
After crossing the finish line there will be a shute to direct competitors. After exiting this shute 
we ask that you proceed to the claim your place table which will be located near the bus 
shelter near the round-a-bout. Please note that the records taken at this table will not be 
finalised until after the Cycling NSW video is reviewed. 
 
Toilets at Finish: toilets are within Worsley park near the rotunda or towards the town hall in 
Worsley park. 
 
Race Number & Licence Return: After the race the commentator will announce (once 
informed by the Chief Commissaire) when you can collect your licence. This will be at the 
rotunda in the park. To collect your licence you will need to return both of your race numbers.
